If scrapbooking is at first a way of embellishing our photo albums, we have all understood that it
is mainly a way to express our creativity around the memories our photos represent.

This is why the mini albums have been so successful for a long time.

CUTTING THE PAPERS OUT

A very simple and cheap way to create volume on a page is to cut out patterned papers.
Al'l you need is a pair of scissors, some 3D foams, or

DRY EMBOSSING

You can use various tools to dry emboss your papers,
from stencils to Fiskarsd text
as the Cuttlebug.

On this LO, | used volume in a more discreet way.

| used a white Bazzill paper that | embossed with an em-
bossing folder and the Cuttlebug. | put this paper behind
my photo. | thought the embossed hearts were fitting
well with the theme of my page.

The embossing is focused on by the tiny heart pin that |
put on the Bazzill. And last but not least, | used some
brads on the border of my page, and huge chipboards as
a title to add a little more volume.




| made a mat for my photo with a texture plate from Fis-
kars, and | added a 3D effect by outlining the drops with
a white gel pen. (Kitchen Sink Stamps)

CHIPBOARD EMBELLISHMENTS

I know you wondét see chipboards as a way to give di mens
a LO where you put only « flat » embellishments such as stickers, to a LO on which you put
chi pboards, youdll see the difference !

But even if the chipboard itself gives a dimension, don
heat embossing (cover your embellishments with Versamark ink and then with embossing pow-
der), or by adding a thick layer of Glossy Accent.

You can also add 3D paint to give more dimension to your chipboards.

On this page, therebés a | ot of volume, thanks to the <ch
with Glossy), the flowers, and the title made with American Crafts Thickers that | sticked to my

page without flattening them. The letters stick up a little, and this adds a little more dimension

to the page.

The BIND IT ALL by Zutter is a solution to these problems.

This binder is practical and easy to use and all ows you

like professional ones !

The Bind It All can pierce through thick cardboard, cork, and thin plastic (2 mm). The cuts are
neat and precise, and well finished. And it can pierce six holes at the same time !

Herebds a technical review of the machine

The Bind It All consist of :
- A handle that permits the perforation
- A counterweight that helps stabilizing the machine
- A knob to set the thickness of the bind
-4 indicators A B C D that you set according to the
- An indicator to mark the middle of the page to perforate.
- A bin to catch the bits of paper
- A template to find the thickness of the bind

Al l of this come with a tool kit (in option) with cutt:i
measure and make marks !

The Bind It All comes in a quilted case (in option) where you can store everything, including the
t ool kit, some bindings, cardboardsé



Letds discover this machine !

First, put the counterweight in place, otherwise youbl I

IF YOUR COVER IS LARGER THAN THE INNER PAGES
- Put the cursor on the A mark for the cover
- Put it on D for the inner pages

IF YOUR COVER AND YOUR PAGES ARE THE SAME SIZE :
- Put the cursor on the D mark for all

If you want to make a binding with only 6 holes, place your pages
where you want it to be.

- Perforate by lowering the handle

IF YOU WANT TO MAKE A LONGER BINDING :

- Put the cursor on B position, there is a notch
that is useful as a mark, place the hole before the last.
The new perforations will be made after the first ones.

THE BINDING :

Once the holes are made, you have to make the binding
itself. Zutter offers various metal bindings, with various
colors and various sizes.

You have to set the width of the binding with the tem-
plate :
